A710-Housing (2-foot or 4-foot)

The A710-Housing is an empty mechanical housing that looks like a real MXA710 microphone. In some rooms, an architect or
designer may want to install the A710-Housing for aesthetic or visual reasons.

The A710-Housing doesn't have any electrical parts, status LED, or RJ-45 connector. You can mount the A710-Housing using

any of the same mounting methods as an MXA710 microphone.

Installing the Wall-Mounting Bracket

You can mount the bracket directly over a junction box, or at any other place on the wall. The bracket works positioned vertical-

ly or horizontally.
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To get started, you will need:

* Wall-mounting bracket

» Cover plate (US or UK) and screws (if using)
e 4 drywall anchors and screws

» Screwdriver

* Drill
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1. If you're mounting over a junction box, remove the existing cover plate.

. Position the wall-mounting bracket. You can mount it vertically or horizontally on the wall.

Using a pencil, mark the wall for the position of the drywall anchors and screws. If you're installing over a junction box,

balance the bracket with 2 screws above the box and 2 screws below it.

Remove the bracket and drill the holes for the drywall anchors. Install the drywall anchors.

Place the bracket on the wall and insert the drywall screws into the anchors to secure the bracket.

If you're mounting over a junction box, reinstall the cover plate over the bracket.

Align the holes on the back of the microphone housing with the raised posts on the bracket and slide the microphone

housing into the bracket until it clicks into place.

8. To remove the microphone housing, press the tab at the top of the bracket with a screwdriver or other tool and slide the
microphone housing up.
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Other mounting options:
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Suspending the Microphone from the Ceiling

To get started, you will need:

2 mounting eyelet screws

» 2 washers

Braided metal cable or high-strength wire*
» Hardware to attach cable to ceiling*

1. Place the washers over the microphone's mounting holes and attach the eyelet screws to the microphone.
2. Attach the mounting cables to the eyelets.
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3. Attach the cables to the ceiling using the appropriate hardware.
